IDF President calls for worldwide initiative.
Brussels, April 21, 2005 - The dairy industry must respond to the challenges presented by the liberalisation of trade and develop global solutions to the range of issues it faces, according to Jim Begg, President of the International Dairy Federation.
Speaking at the annual conference of the International Federation of Agricultural Producers in Bruges, Mr Begg said: “ We need to aim for a global approach to maintaining the highest possible standards of food production from farms and factories - standards which are credible without being barriers to trade.

Nutrition, trade standards and the communication of positive messages about milk are all areas where we must deliver on credible objectives. 
“The IDF is well placed to play a pivotal role in this with its pedigree in science, technology and innovation. It’s an opportunity to create global solutions that the dairy industry cannot afford to miss.”
