Brussels, 17 October 2006 – The 2006 IDF Award has been granted to Professor Dr. Shuichi Kaminogawa (JP). It will be presented at the IDF Open Session on 19 October, during the IDF World Dairy Summit and 27th IDF World Dairy Congress, 18-23 October 2006.

This year’s award winner is one of the most respected researchers and educators in the field of dairy science and technology in Japan. As an educator, he has trained many Japanese and Asian people of the younger generation, most of whom are now quite active in food and dairy industries, academic institutes and governmental organizations in their countries. As a researcher, he has become one of the most influential food scientists in the world, and has been providing manufacturers with practical solutions, as well as providing scientific contributions to academia.
Professor Shuichi Kaminogawa’s most outstanding contribution to progress in dairying is his commitment to proving that milk and milk products have health promoting effects on human beings.
His contribution to milk allergy research is outstanding. Dr. Kaminogawa is among the first scientists to have tackled analyzing the mechanism of food allergies, including that of milk. His efforts first convinced food industry people of the risk of unexpected contamination of their products with allergens. Then his research helped them devise solutions for the prevention and risk reduction of food allergy, and subsequently improving them.  
Professor Dr. Kaminogawa’s work in the probiotics area is also remarkable. He has conducted pioneering research on intestinal immunology with relation to orally taken lactic acid bacteria as well as some milk protein. He clearly demonstrated the beneficial effects of lactic acid bacteria on the enhancement of immunological responses and also on the prevention of food allergy. 
Dr. Kaminogawa has published more than 350 research papers and many technical books on milk, milk products and lactic bacteria.
The IDF Award recognizes remarkable contributions to progress in dairying worldwide. It is attributed on the basis of submissions by IDF members, the IDF National Committees. The IDF Award has the form of a piece of art and a medallion with an inscription. By granting the Award to Professor Dr. Shuichi Kaminogawa, the IDF wishes to pay tribute to his extensive contribution to the scientific knowledge in the field of food science, and nutrition in particular.
