IDF Research highlights need for global standards

Brussels 11 May – The increase in international trade must be matched by an increasing commitment to the implementation of uniform standards in milk and milk products, according to the International Dairy Federation.

The IDF has published "Method Standardization in the Third Millennium" a comprehensive research document, which presents the latest scientific thinking on performance improvement.

Jim Begg, president of the IDF, said: “The liberalization of trade will trigger more trade. More trade means more requirement to check compliance and this means standard methods of analysis. The IDF and the International Organization for Standardization (ISO) together play a leading role in providing authoritative internationally agreed methods that are recognized and applied all over the world.” 

“The number of standard methods of analysis and sampling for milk and milk products is impressive in proportion to the size of the dairy sector.  This reflects the importance of precise analytical results in determining milk quality, in trade and legal enforcement and the variety of uses to which the results are applied, as well as the relatively wide range of products that are derived from milk as raw material.”  

The symposium organized during the IDF/ISO/AOACInternational Analytical Week 2004, in May in Parma (Italy), covered the performance of methods, the reliability of the results and the never ceasing quest for improvement. This bulletin features presentations delivered at the Symposium.
